Section VIII.

Country-Specific Exploration and Action Planning

There has been a lot of information presented and discussed in this course on sustainable production and consumption. Most of it has been generic and could be used in many situations.  This section will provide an opportunity for participants to apply all that has been learned to their own NCPCs.  Participants will work both individually and in groups in this Section so that they can be independently creative and also benefit from the availability of colleagues to help shape their ideas.

Trainer’s Note: Have participants break into small groups of three or four.  Then, within each group, have individual participants prioritize all 9 tasks from the previous section, based on what they feel is most appropriate for their NCPC to accomplish.  If they have other relevant tasks they should feel free to add them.  

After they have ranked the tasks, have them pick the two top tasks and address, for their specific NCPC, the four issues from the previous session.  This task should take 15 minutes.

Next, have participants share their work with the other members of their group.  Group members should provide constructive, positive feedback.  This task should take 30 minutes.

Finally, each participant should prepare a 5 minute presentation (including flip charts) for the next session.
